1. Highlight the text that you wish to turn into a hyperlink. 


2. Click on the globe with a chain link in the top icon bar.


3. When the Edit Hyperlink dialog box appears, delete the letters    http://    in the URL rectangle. 


4. Using Internet Explorer, find the page that you wish to link to out on the Web. 


Highlight the URL.


Copy it.

Then, using your task bar at the bottom of the screen, go back to FRONTPAGE and paste the address into the URL rectangle in the Hyperlink Dialog box.
